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Introduction

This report presents assessment matrices that have been used to identify the health effects
relating to the Davenport Green to Ardwick area (MAQ7).

This appendix should be read in conjunction with:

e Volume 2, Community Area reports;
e Volume 3, Route-wide effects; and

e Volume 5, Appendices.

The matrices in this appendix list the impacts on health determinants identified along the
route of the Proposed Scheme and apply assessment criteria as set out in the Environmental
Impact Assessment (EIA) Scope and Methodology Report (SMR) (see Volume 5: Appendix CT-
001-00001) to evaluate the likely health effects arising from these impacts. The assessment
matrices for the construction and operational phases of the Proposed Scheme are set out in
Table 1 and Table 2 respectively.

Impacts that are categorised as having low intensity and a low extent of exposure are not
considered to affect the health of the population. For such impacts, no health effects are
reported. The last column of the table indicates whether or not a health effect is reported,
and in which volume of the Environmental Statement (ES) is discussed.

Commentary on the scientific evidence base used in the health assessment is presented in
Volume 5, Appendix HA-002-00000.
